GEORGIA STATE LICENSURE
Issued by the Georgia Board of Examiners for Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology

A state license is required per state LAW for the practice in any setting other than

Public schools.  There is an exception for Audiology as you must have a license to practice Audiology ANYWHERE in Georgia.

Requirements for license:

· Completion of Masters or higher degree with major emphasis in SLP or Aud from

· an accredited university 

· Clock hours reflect pre-1993 requirements but the Board accepts current ASHA 

· Clock hour distribution.

· PRAXIS II (national ASHA exam) required with a score of 600 at least by the end

· of the PCE period.   

· Applicant MUST apply to the Board within 14 days of beginning first job!
· You must time the starting of this first job so that you are CERTAIN the Board has met and can review your application.   Do not begin your first job until you have the application and paperwork mailed in and know the Board will meet.
· Payment of licensure application of $110 and PCE fee of $30 is due with initial application.   

If your application is in order, you will be issued a Temporary License for 
Length of the PCE (paid clinical experience or first 9 months of full-time work).   

Completion of the PCE form must be filed with the Board by you and your supervisor at the end of your PCE.    Supervisor of the PCE may have CCC’s OR be licensed in Georgia for the area in which you are working.      

Renewal:   Every two years (by March 31) you must accumulate 20 hours of continuing education verified by a certificate of attendance.  Save this proof of attendance as approximately 5% of licensees will by audited upon renewal and you will then have to complete the forms and provide PROOF of the continuing education.    

Continuing education must be in areas directly related to your scope of practice, i.e. articulation/phonology, voice, fluency, language, auditory processing, aphasia, motor speech, etc.   A renewal fee of $60 is also required.   

Board meets monthly to review applications, receive and investigate complaints against 

SLP’s  and AUD’s.  Every day you practice without a license is considered another misdemeanor and subject to additional fines.  Your license should be displayed in a prominent place in your office, etc. Your license number should appear on letterhead or superbills you use.
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
